Scholarships will be awarded to two graduating high school tennis players from Staunton,
Waynesboro, or Augusta County high schools. There will be one scholarship awarded to
a student from the girl’s tennis program and one scholarship awarded to a student from

the boy’s tennis program.

The patrons of the Staunton, Waynesboro, Augusta County Tennis Association will fund
the annual scholarships for $1,000.00 each. The scholarships will be presented in
memory of Judy Fisher, formerly a SWAT board member, who passed away in 2002. The

award will be presented to the winner at the spring awards assembly held at their school.

Judy Fisher, a native of Denver, Colorado, was a very successful investment banker with
Prudential Bache in New York. After twenty years in the banking business, Judy bought a
farm and retired to Augusta County where she moved with her mother, Catherine. Judy
loved the Shenandoah Valley and soon made friends with her pleasant smile, sparkling

eyes and gentle manner.

Judy was active with the Staunton Tennis Association, The Valley Conservation Council
and other organizations where she gave very generously of her time and talents. She was
particularly interested in the education of children and the preservation of nature. She
loved tennis and wanted children to have the opportunity to learn to play tennis and
further their education. This scholarship honors Judy’s memory in keeping with her

desire to give young people opportunities to further their education.

Any graduating senior tennis player who is seriously interested in pursuing an education
beyond high school, ranks in the top fiftieth percentile of their graduating class, displays
a commendable record of sportsmanship throughout their high school and community
tennis career, and is enrolled in any of the following high schools:

The awards will be selected on the basis of scholarship, school, tennis and community
involvement, commendable record of citizenship, and sportsmanship. A committee from
the SWAT Board of Directors will review the applications and select the winners.
